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English lexicology is an optional course for English-major students, which is available
in Spring Semester. The course is given in English and the course book is also written
in English. The course mainly covers the following topics: the development of English
vocabulary, the classification of English vocabulary, loan words in English, English
word formation, roots and affixes, spelling and pronunciation rules of English words,
English collocation, English idioms and allusions, English vocabulary and culture, ways
of English words memorization. The course is given mainly by lectures from the
teacher and projects by the students in groups with an aim to cultivate students’
knowledge of English vocabulary and ability to do research into English vocabulary.
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
