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Digital humanities is a newly emerging interdisciplinary field that uses
computational technologies to study traditional humanities problems. It is
not only a technical revolution in the humanities, but also a revolution in
how people think and explore humanistic knowledge. Therefore, digital
humanities is considered the "next big thing" in academia (Gold 2012)
and the core curriculum of the 21st century (Burdick et al. 2016).

This course aims to help students understand the development and main
methods of digital humanities, cultivate students' ability to analyze
