The course
covers specific aspects of speech disorders, as well as standardized assessment tools and
methods. This course presents classical theory and modern technology of speech rehabilitation in
a systematic manner, drawing on classic and cutting-edge literature. We hope to encourage
students to read critically, extend their academic horizons, and increase their scientific research
accomplishments. The rehabilitation process and effects of various patients are evaluated using
various clinical case studies, and the ability to combine theory and practice is developed.

The course aims to enable students to fully understand the basic knowledge, cause
mechanism, evaluation methods, and rehabilitation theory of language and communication
disorders, cultivate students’ ability to identify, evaluate, and formulate personalized
rehabilitation plans using what they have learned, enhance students’ interdisciplinary thinking,
cultivate their ability to analyze and solve problems in complex situations, stimulate student’

enthusiasm and sense of responsibility.
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
